AN ORDINANCE OF THE

REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 4-88 AND
ENACTING IN LIEU THEREQOF A NEW ORDINANCE
ESTABLISHING A CITY CURFEW FOR MINORS

ORDINANCE NO. @8-3= 09

WHEREAS, there has been over the last 12 months an alarming increase in the number
and frequency of minors congregating in public places within the City of Livermore at various
hours of the night and early morning without parental supervision or control; and,

WHEREAS, it is deemed necessary and desirable as a matter of the public welfare and
safety that the City of Livermore establish a city curfew for minors with parental responsibility for
same,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LIVERMORE,
KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION L

That Ordinance No. 4-88 is hereby repealed in its entirety effective upon publication of

this Ordinance according to law and is thereafter of no further force or effect.
SECTION II.

PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY AND CURFEW FOR MINORS:

(A) A parent, guardian or custodian shall not allow any minor of 17 years of age in his or
her lawful custody to be or remain in or upon a public place after midnight or before 5:00 a.m. on

any day:
