Last year, the Library had
15,609 visitors. There were 115
programs held with 2,081 in
attendance and 60 different
meetings held with 1,043 in
attendance.

“Betsy Blue" our bookmobile.
Betsy travels to each community
in the county once every week
during the summer and once
every two weeks during the
school year. Betsy welcomed
2,932 visitors that had access to
1600 books, audio books, and
DVD's. The bookmobile also
offers free Wi-Fi service, printing.

You pay 3.8 cents for every one hundred
dollars of you property’s value in taxes to the
Library. This means that for a $75,000 home,
taxes would be only $28.50, that's just $2.38 a
month and covers everyone who lives in your
home.
